Hunger Games Journal Criteria

Within each journal entry, three objectives must be accomplished: 
1. Name The Chapter: The Hunger Games does not name its chapters. However, having read the chapter, what would you have named it? Why? 
a. Example:

The Reaping is the name of the “holiday” imposed on the District residents by the Capitol and the chapter centers around its significance. 

2. Conflict: What is the conflict? How are the characters at odds with themselves, their family and friends, or their culture? 

3. Reflection: What did you think of this chapter? Did anything specific stand out to you? Can you draw any real-life connections with the events in this chapter?
